FAQs

Frequently asked questions stemming from Victor Lorenzo’s prophetic word

What should I do in response to this?

1. Don’t panic – but don’t be apathetic either. So far, the response of hundreds of Christians throughout London has been really balanced, taking this seriously without falling for the temptation of hype

2. Follow Victor’s own advice to test this prophecy (by Scripture/Holy Spirit help)

3. Be alert at all times in London between Wed & Sat this week

4. Be prayerful – pray for yourself and others you know in the London area. Ask for zero loss of life, and also that God would wake us up as a nation and the City of London financial district in particular

5. Avoid unnecessary trips into central London. This is not a call to stop living/working, but it is a call to be vigilant and wise.

What if nothing happens between Wed & Sat this week?

Keep seeking God. At this stage, we don't know if judgment might still be at hand.

Why is this prophecy any different to all the other ones that never happened?

It may not be. I guess many of us feel that it comes from a respected Christian leader with a track record in the prophetic. This word is also corroborated by other prophets, has been delivered in humility (Victor making himself open to discipline should he be wrong), and there are some accompanying signs (whales in multiple unusual locations, independent witnesses having similar visions, high spring tides for March, flood warnings from scientists in the press).

I live/work/travel through central London frequently. What should I do?

Be alert, be prayerful, be prepared – but otherwise live normally. It seems that if a flood does hit, it will be aimed at the City of London rather than wider. Most of all, pray for the effects of any flood to be limited and for God’s name to be glorified.

Should I be scared?

It’s important not to be gripped by fear. ‘Perfect loves drives out fear’, and all that. If we are afraid, we have probably missed the point – the point being that God taking action to save our nation can only be a good thing.

Is the predicted flood a physical one, of water?

Yes. It is not symbolic eg of God's love. It's real.

Is the flood connected with terrorism?


No, we don’t think so. More connected with quite normal phenomena of high spring tides etc. That’s why it’s important to watch the news in case there are early flood warnings

Is this connected with the Tsunami?

No connection or comparison is being made to the Tsunami, which was an appalling tragedy that cost hundreds of thousands of lives.

I don't really get the whole 'judgement' thing

This is a word of judgment and hope, following in a long tradition of such 'combined' prophecies stretching back to the OT. The purpose of judgment or discipline is to turn our hearts back to him and cause us to live the way he intended. In this way, judgment itself can become an opportunity for hope.

I don't like prophecies with dates attached.

Sure – as a friend of mine said, dated predictions can sound a bit 'cultish'. She then continued, 'Of course that's no reason why God couldn't do something with a date'. I think both sentiments are true. For one example of prophecy with a timeline, though, see Jonah ('40 more days and Nineveh will be overturned...').

Why have I never been taught how to respond to prophecy?

We are (I include myself) incredibly naive in the West when it comes to most things spiritual. Often we do ‘cynical’, occasionally we do 'super-spiritual', but very rarely do people do 'spiritual' – a balanced heavenly perspective on earthly things. It’s time for change on that one – that would be one positive outcome we can pray and work for.

It's hard to believe this is gonna really happen

Yeah, me too. But we lose nothing by being ready. And this is a good chance to stop and pray ‘Lord, shake me up, wake me up, from my apathy…’
